HARRY C. WILT MEMORIAL EMS EDUCATION GRANT
SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES & PROCEDURES
The Coshocton Foundation and the Scholarship Selection Advisory Committee shall abide by the following guidelines and procedures for the selection of scholarship grant recipients and the supervision of scholarship grants. The Committee will be comprised of the CCEMS Director and the Assistant Chief of Operations, as well as a minimum of three members of the Coshocton Foundation’s Distribution Committee.
Eligibility

In order to qualify, applicants must meet the following criteria and submit:

(1)   Completed, approved application form (the Harry C. Wilt Memorial                
EMS Grant Application);
(2)   EMS grants are not awarded for course work already completed;
(3)   Grant payments are made directly to the educational institution;
(4)   Recipient must begin coursework in the term for which the award is granted;
(5) 
Recipient will fully complete EMS coursework for which the grant is awarded. Recipient who withdraws or discontinues the educational program prior to completion for reasons within their control (i.e. dropping the course, academic dismissal for absences, etc.) must immediately refund grant funds. No refund will be required for recipient who is unable to continue in the EMS program for reasons beyond their control. Written proof of reason for program termination will be required;
(6) Recipient of EMS grants must seek certification by testing upon completion of their EMS coursework (if certification-eligible education;
(7)
Recipient must sign a contract agreeing to these grant guidelines.
General

Payment(s) of grant will be made directly to the school of choice, with the understanding that, in those instances when scholarship exceeds the total actual annual normal expenses billed by the institution, the excess will be retained by or returned to the Foundation.

Payments under this scholarship can be made only to institutions or organizations which qualify for charitable deductions under rules of the Internal Revenue Service.

A copy of a tuition statement from the school must be submitted to the Coshocton Foundation before payment of scholarship award will be made.
